
The Alabama dairy industry generated an estimated $161.8 million in economic activity in 2008. 

Alabama ranked 43rd in milk production, 43rd in number of milk cows, and 42nd in milk output per cow during 2008 in the U.S.

Alabama had 4 milk processing plants operating during 2008 that were located in Birmingham, Cowarts, Prichard, and Decatur.

Total amount of milk produced in the state during 2008 amounted to 21.90 million gallons (or 184 million pounds of milk).

There were 65 Grade A licensed commercial dairy farms operating in Alabama during 2008.  There were no (0) Grade B or                    
Grade C dairy farms.

In Alabama, cash receipts for the sale of milk by dairy farmers amounted to $38.5 million during 2008.

There were an estimated 12,000 milk cows on dairy farms in the state during 2008.

Each dairy cow in Alabama produced an average of 1,825 gallons of milk in 2008.

In Alabama, about 80 percent of the milk produced in 2008 was used and consumed in the form of �uid milk dairy products.

In 2008, Alabama dairy cows produced an average of 5.00 gallons of milk per day, or enough to make 4.24 pounds of cheese or 
2.00 pounds of butter.  To produce this much milk, a cow consumes 35 gallons of water, 20 pounds of grain and feed concen-
trates and 55 pounds of corn silage.

The average value of a day’s milk was about $8.80 per cow during 2008.  Sales of other products associated with the dairy may 
add another $2.30 per cow per day. 

In 2008, a dairy cow in Alabama cost about $2,000 per head.  A typical Alabama dairy farm has a herd of 185 milking cows.
